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The way of the cross: Misunderstanding and
Condemnation

He was oppressed, and He was afflicted,
yet He opened not His mouth;
like a lamb that is led to the slaughter,
and like a sheep that before its shearers is silent,
so He opened not His mouth. Isaiah 53:7

The image of the “lonely penguin” has recently drawn attention
once again.
In a 2007 documentary titled Encounters at the End of the World,
the camera captured a penguin leaving its group and walking
alone in the opposite direction. Even when it was brought back, it
repeatedly returned to the same path. To this day, scientists are
unable to explain its behaviour. Some say it was lost, depressed,
or disoriented. Others suggest that perhaps it was simply resolute,
walking a path  no one could understand, not in a hurry to be
understood, nor seeking approval, but pressing on with quiet
determination.
This inevitably leads me to reflect on the misunderstanding and
loneliness Christ bore as He walked toward the cross. He was
rejected by the world, and even His closest disciples failed to
understand Him. When He first foretold His suffering, Peter tried to
stop Him. At the Last Supper, the disciples argued about who was
the greatest among them. In the Garden of Gethsemane, while
the Lord was overwhelmed with sorrow, the disciples still fell
asleep. What profound loneliness this was. Yet Christ endured it
silently, walking alone on a path no one understood—unto
death, even death on a cross.
Brothers and sisters, do we also feel lonely today? Are we
misunderstood?e
This Lent, may we remember that we are not alone. Immanuel,
God is with us. He walks with us.
