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The Way of the Cross: It Is Finished

When Jesus had received the sour wine, he said, "It is finished,”
and he bowed his head and gave up his spirit. (John 19:30)

In life, there are two significant moments: a wedding and a
funeral. People laugh, weep, and then depart. And at such
times, the cross is always there somewhere, standing quietly.
Have you ever noticed it? It is silent, yet it brings strength
and comfort; it is silent, yet it has never been absent from
the moments of your life—even in the ordinary and
unremarkable days. Yet when the ceremony ends and the
crowd disperses, do you still remember the stirring and the
prayer you once felt beneath the cross¢ The answer may
be: You cannot quite remember, and you often forget.

Yet you are fruly a child deeply loved, for He will not forget
you. Your sorrow, your joy, and your life are all remembered
one by one, just as the Father has never forgotten the Son. It
is finished—your way of suffering has been completed in
your place by Christ, and you may now return to the
Father's home. Go, then; you still have the road ahead to
walk, a path on which you will come to recognize and know
the cross more deeply. Of course, you will not walk alone.
We, are in Him together.

During the season of Lent, let us once again reflect on the
relationship between life and the cross. May we no longer
forget His work so easily, and may we go forward with
courage.
